Dear Fellow Lakers,

I am writing to ask for your support for a lake institution, the Sixteen Island Lake Union Church. For over 100 years the lake community 
has been holding summer Sunday services at Church Point, providing an opportunity to worship for multiple denominations. Over the 
summers, there have been baptisms and weddings in addition to the weekly service. The church at Church Point is also an important 
landmark on our trips to and from the village, an integral factor in the early history of our community and, to this day, part of the unique 
character of our lake.

Annual maintenance and operation of the church has always been funded by the weekly offerings – each year the Church has also 
made significant contributions to a variety of worthy causes. However, as any cottage owner knows there are from time to time major 
maintenance requirements for any building, and the pavilion used by the Union Church is no exception. Currently the building needs a 
new roof, several of the posts need to be replaced underneath and beams under both doors are rotted and sagging. Within the next few 
years the dock on the south side will also need to be replaced. The estimated cost of these major repairs is $30,000. While the church 
community has put aside some funds, additional support is now needed. For this reason the church committee has decided to launch 
a capital campaign to raise $30,000 over the next two years.

Over the course of this summer there will be a number of fundraising activities taking place. A silent auction is being organised by 
Cathy Mavriplis. The bidding sheets will be available at a variety of events over the summer with the winners contacted the weekend 
of August 21st. Donations of items for auction would be very much appreciated, as would your participation in the auction. To contribute 
an item for auction please contact Cathy at mavripli@gwu.edu or 450-226-1603.
